Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take
away your freedom to share and change it. By con-
trast, the GNU General Public Licenses are intended
to guarantee your freedom to share and change free
software--to make sure the software is free for all its
users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License,
applies to some specially designated software pack-
ages--typically libraries--of the Free Software Foun-
dation and other authors who decide to use it.

Therefore, we insist
that any patent license obtained for a version of the

library must be consistent with the full freedom of
use specified in this license.

Most GNU software, including some libraries, is cov-
ered by the ordinary GNU General Public License.
This license, the GNU Lesser General Public
License, applies to certain designated libraries, and
is quite different from the ordinary General Public
License.

A "library" means a collection of software functions
and/or data prepared so as to be conveniently linked
with application programs (which use some of those
functions and data) to form executables.

The "Library", below, refers to any such software
library or work which has been distributed under
these terms. A "work based on the Library" means
either the Library or any derivative work under copy-
right law: that is to say, a work containing the Library
or a portion of it, either verbatim or with modifica-

10. Each time you redistribute the Library (or any
work based on the Library), the recipient automati-
cally receives a license from the original licensor to
copy, distribute, link with or modify the Library sub-
ject to these terms and conditions. You may not
impose any further restrictions on the recipients`
exercise of the rights granted herein. You are not
responsible for enforcing compliance by third parties
with this License.

11. If, as a consequence of a court judgment or alle-
gation of patent infringement or for any other reason
(not limited to patent issues), conditions are
imposed on you (whether by court order, agreement
or otherwise) that contradict the conditions of this
License, they do not excuse you from the conditions
of this License. If you cannot distribute so as to sat-
isfy simultaneously your obligations under this
License and any other pertinent obligations, then as
a consequence you may not distribute the Library at
all. For example, if a patent license would not permit
royalty-free redistribution of the Library by all those
who receive copies directly or indirectly through you,
then the only way you could satisfy both it and this
License would be to refrain entirely from distribution
of the Library.

If any portion of this section is held invalid or unen-
forceable under any particular circumstance, the
balance of the section is intended to apply, and the
section as a whole is intended to apply in other cir-
cumstances.

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an explicit geographical distribution limitation exclud-
ing those countries, so that distribution is permitted
only in or among countries not thus excluded.
