Do not place the following objects on the speaker: when any service is needed. The cabinet should never be opened for any reasons.

Glass, china, etc. As this unit is heavy, whenever it is moved, two people are required to transport it safely.

— If glass etc. falls by vibrations and breaks, it may cause personal injury. Place the speaker away from a TV. If not, the TV screen may become blurred.

A burning candle etc. ‘When choosing a power amplifier for use with this device, make sure that the output power of

— If the candle falls by vibrations, it may cause fire and personal injury. the amplifier is lower than the power capacity of this device. Malfunction or fire may occur.

— If the vessel falls by vibrations and water spills, it may cause damage to the speaker, and/or (program), use of excessive input signals resulting clipping may cause damage to the device.

* Do not place the speaker where foreign objects such as water drips might fall. It might cause — feedback, when using a microphone

* Do not place the speaker where it is liable to be knocked over or struck by falling objects. — extreme continuous distorted sound
Stable placement will also ensure better sound performance. — noise caused by plugging/unplugging the cable while the amplifier is turned on

Secure placement or installation is the owner’s responsibility. Yamaha shall
not be liable for any accident caused by improper placement or installation of
the speaker.

Placing the speaker on the same shelf or rack as the turntable can result in feedback.
Never put a hand or a foreign object into the port located on the rear of the speaker as this
might cause personal injury and/or damage to the speaker.

‘When moving the speaker, do not hold the port as it might cause personal injury and/or
damage to the speaker.

CONNECTING TO YOUR AMPLIFIER

BEFORE MAKING CONNECTIONS, MAKE SURE THAT THE AMPLIFIER IS SWITCHED OFF.
Connect the cables as shown below.
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Use a suitable instrument to remove the cover. Removing it with your bare
hands may hurt your fingertips.
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MOUNTING THIS SPEAKER SYSTEM TO A CEILING
Caution

+ The required length of a screw differs depending on the mounting bracket to
be used. Select a screw which is suitable for use with the mounting bracket
and can be fully inserted into the hole on the speaker.

« As this product is heavy, do not attach them to thin plywoods or soft wall

You can also use the screw holes on the top of the speaker for installing the
speaker on the ceiling by using commercially available mounting brackets.
To fix the speaker to a mounting bracket, use the screws inserted to the screw
holes of the speaker as the factory default status. If you use the commercially
available screws, use the screws that matches to the following specifications:

REMOVING THE FRONT COVER

To reattach, do these steps in reverse order. The 4 pegs inside the cover should
be set in the corresponding holes on the speaker.

(D Remove the screws (4 pieces) from both sides (figure (D).
(@ Grasp the front cover with your fingers with your thumbs at the top edge
of the main unit, then gently push with your thumbs (figure 2)) to pry the

cover loose. Do the same for the bottom edge. Note
(® Pull the cover straight out from the speaker (figure (3)). Be careful not to scratch yourself with the edge of the front cover.
